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TRANSPORT AND TERMINATION OF DELIVERING CARRIER DEFAULT CMRS TRAFFIC

A. DESCRIPTION

1. This tariff sets forth the terms and conditions under which the Company provides a service to a
Delivering Carrier for the Transport and Termination of Delivering Carrier Default CMRS Traffic (Default
Termination Service). Default Termination Service allows a Delivering Carrier to obtain Transport and
Termination, on the network of the Company, for traffic originated by the end-users of a third party
Commercial Mobile Radio Service carrier ("CMRS Carrier"). This tariff applies to all traffic originated by
end-users of third party CMRS Carriers that a Delivering Carrier switches, routes, and delivers to the
network of the Company by means of a physical, direct trunking arrangement that exists, but was
established for other purposes, between the Company and the Delivering Carrier.

2. This Default Termination Service tariff is necessary to address the delivery of third party CMRS Carrier
traffic by Delivering Parties that do not have explicit agreements with the Company for such purpose, but
are utilizing existing connecting carrier arrangements without authorization from the Company for the
delivery of third party CMRS Carrier traffic. This Default Termination Service tariff applies unless and until:
(a) an interconnection agreement, for the Transport and Termination of third party CRMS Carrier traffic,
between the Delivering Carrier and the Company is both effective and approved by the Commission, or (b)
an agreement between the CMRS Carrier and the Company is effective and approved by the Commission
which sets forth the terms and conditions under which the Delivering Carrier will act on behalf of the CMRS
Carrier to deliver the third party CMRS Carrier traffic to the network of the Company. Except as allowed by
controlling law, this Default Termination Service tariff does not affect any carrier’s rights under Sections
251 and 252 of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended.

3. This Default Termination Service tariff does not apply to any traffic delivered to the Company by any
carrier for which the Delivering Carrier is otherwise legally obligated to provide compensation to the
Company pursuant to the terms of a separate tariff, agreement, or law. If the carrier delivering such traffic
is otherwise legally obligated to provide compensation to the Company pursuant to the terms of a separate
tariff, agreement, or law, then the terms and conditions of such separate tariff, agreement, or law shall
apply in lieu of this tariff.

4. Upon delivery of such third party CMRS Carrier traffic by the Delivering Carrier to the network of the
Company, the Delivering Party is constructively ordering and obtaining Default Termination Service
pursuant to all of applicable terms of this tariff.

5. The Delivering Carrier is responsible for payment of all charges provided for in Section E of this tariff,
unless ordered otherwise by the Commission, court or Government entity having proper jurisdiction over the
Company’s tariffs. In which case, the CMRS Carrier originating the Default CMRS Traffic will be

responsible for payment of all charges billed in accordance with this tariff.

6. Notwithstanding this tariffed Default Termination Service, it remains the obligation of all
Telecommunications Carriers, including Delivering Carriers: (a) to request proper Interconnection with the
Company, to negotiate terms for the delivery of traffic to the network of the Company prior to the delivery of
any traffic, and to enter into agreements that set forth the terms and conditions of Interconnection and the
Transport and Termination of traffic; or (b) to order tariffed services from the Company prior to the delivery
of any traffic.

7. The offering and/or provision of Default Termination Service by the Company does not grant any
authority to Delivering Carriers or any other carrier to represent to any third party CMRS Carriers or any
other third party carriers that the Delivering Carrier or any other carrier has any agreement with Company for
the Company to Transport and Terminate third party CMRS Carrier traffic or any other third party carrier
traffic when no such agreement exists. The offering and/or provision of Default Termination Service by the
Company does not grant any authority to Delivering Carriers or any other carrier to represent to any third
party CMRS Carriers or any other third party carriers that the Delivering Carrier or any other carrier has been
authorized by the Company to act as the agent for the Company in any service provision, negotiation, or
contractual agreements with third party CMRS carriers or any other third party carrier. By offering and/or
providing Default Termination Service, Company does not waive any rights under the law or any rights to
pursue remedies for any harm to the Company caused by the actions of Delivering Carriers and third party
CMRS Carriers with respect to unauthorized delivery of third party CMRS Carrier traffic by Delivering
Carriers to the network of the Company.

B. APPLICATION OF TARIFFS

1. Transport and Termination of Default CMRS Traffic shall be provided by the Company in accordance
with the following tariff structure:

(a) Intrastate Access Service shall be provided in accordance with the Company’s Intrastate
Access Tariff No. 1 on file at the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin (Commission).

(b) Interstate Access Service shall be provided in accordance with the Company’s Interstate
Access Tariff as developed in compliance with Federal Communications Commission (FCC)
rules and regulations.

(c) Inter-MTA Traffic shall be provided in accordance with the applicable Intrastate Access
Service or Interstate Access Service tariff as indicated above. If the CMRS Carrier, or
Delivering Carrier does not provide adequate usage and billing records to determine interstate
or intrastate usage, the Company will bill all Inter-MTA Traffic as Intrastate Access Service.

(d) All Intra-MTA Traffic, which is not provided for in a separate Interconnection agreement or
arrangement, mutually negotiated by the Company and a CMRS Carrier, shall be provided for
in accordance with this tariff.

C. DEFINITIONS

As used in this tariff terms shall have the meanings first as specified below, then as provided in the Company’s
Intrastate Access Tariffs on file at the Commission, or finally as commonly used in Wisconsin by the industry:

1. "Commercial Mobile Radio Services" (CMRS) means a radio communications service between mobile
stations or receivers and land stations, or between mobile stations communicating among themselves that
is provided for a profit and that makes interconnected service available to the public or to such classes of
eligible users as to be effectively available to a substantial portion of the public.

2. "Commission" means the Public Service Commission of Wisconsin.

3. "Companv" is svnonvmous with CTC Telcom. Inc.
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4. "Default CMRS Traffic" means all Intra-MTA CMRS Carrier originated traffic received by a Delivering
Carrier and delivered to the Company’s network as provided for in Section A1 of this tariff.

5. "Default Termination Service" means as defined in Section A1 of this tariff.

6. "Delivering Carrier" is a Local Exchange Carrier that: (a) has a physical connection of its network
facilities with the network facilities of the Company at an interconnection point on the network of the
Company; (b) also has an arrangement with a third party CMRS Carrier which allows the third party CMRS
Carrier to send and receive traffic to and from, respectively, the network of Company via the network
facilities of the Delivering Carrier for purposes of originating and terminating traffic from and to,
respectively, the third party CMRS Carriers mobile end users; and (c) delivers third party CMRS Carrier
traffic to the network of Company over the connecting facilities between the Delivering Carrier and the
Company.

7. "End Office Switch” means a switching system used to terminate lines from individual end-user stations
for the purpose of interconnection to each other and to trunks.

8. "Enhanced Service Provider (ESP)/ Internet Service Provider (ISP) Traffic" is Traffic bound to any
Enhanced Service Provider or Internet Service Provider. ESP/ISP Traffic is separate and distinct from
Default CMRS Traffic.

9. "FCC" means the Federal Communications Commission.
10. "Incumbent Local Exchange Carrier" or "ILEC" is As Defined in the 1996 Telecommunications Act.

11. ISP Traffic" is traffic originated by an end-user customer of one Party and delivered to the other Party
for switching to an ISP.

12. "Interconnection" is the physical connection of separate pieces of equipment, transmission facilities,
etc., within, between and among networks, for the transmission, routing and termination of
Telecommunications traffic.

13. "Local Exchange Carrier (LEC)" is any Telecommunications Carrier certified by the Commission to
provide local exchange Telecommunications Service.

14. "Inter-MTA Traffic" is wireless traffic originating on the network of a CMRS Carrier within one MTA and
terminating to the Company’s end-user customer in another MTA.

15. "Intra-MTA Traffic" is wireless traffic originating on the network of a CMRS Carrier within a MTA and
terminating to the Company’s Tandem or end-user customer in the same MTA.

16. "MSC or MTSO" (Mobile Switching Center or Mobile Telecommunications Switching Office) is the
switch used by a CMRS Carrier in performing originating and terminating functions for calls to and from
end-user customers of the CMRS Carrier.

17. "MTA" means Major Trading Area as defined by the FCC rules, Part 24.202(a).

18. "NPA" or the "Number Plan Area" also referred to as an "area code" refers to the three digit code which
precedes the NXX in a dialing sequence and identifies the general calling area within the North American
Numbering Plan scope to which a call is to be routed (i.e., NPA/NXX-XXXX).

19. "NXX" means the three-digit code that appears as the first three digits of a seven-digit telephone
number within a valid area code (i.e., an NXX other than a special 500, 600, 700, 800 and 900 code).

20. "Point of Interconnection (POI)" is the Interconnection between the Company’s network and the
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Delivering Carrier network. The POI is the demarcation point that determines ownership of facilities and
responsibility for provisioning and maintenance of facilities.

21. "Rate Center" is the specific geographic point and corresponding geographic area that are associated
with one or more particular NPA-NXX Codes that have been assigned to a LEC for its provision of
Telecommunications Services. The geographic point is identified by a specific Vertical and Horizontal
(V&H) coordinate that is used to calculate distance-sensitive end-user traffic to/from the particular NPA-
NXXs associated with the specific Rate Center.

22. Tandem" means a Class 4 switching center used to switch a call between two End Office Switches,
between an End Office Switch and another Tandem, or between two Tandems.

28. "Telecommunications" means the transmission, between or among points specified by the user, of
information of the user’s choosing, without change in the form or content of the information as sent and
received.

24. "Telecommunications Carrier" means any provider of Telecommunications Service.

25. "Telecommunications Service" means the offering of Telecommunications for a fee directly to the
public, or to such classes of users as to be effectively available directly to the public, regardless of the
facilities used.

26. "Termination" means the switching of Default CMRS Traffic at the terminating carrier's End Office
Switch, or equivalent facility, and delivery of such traffic to the end-user customer.

27. "Transport" means the transmission and any necessary Tandem switching of Default CMRS Traffic
from the exchange boundary, POI, or meet point, of the Company network with the CMRS network, to the
End Office Switch that directly serves the end-user customer.

28. "Trunk" means a single transmission channel providing a direct physical and functional Interconnection
between two switching centers.

D. REGULATIONS

1. This Tariff governs the Transport and Termination of Default CMRS Traffic to the Company’s network.
All other traffic is governed by the Company’s applicable tariffs and/or contracts, and is not covered by this
tariff.

2. The CMRS Carrier agrees that all Interstate Access Service traffic, Intrastate Access Service traffic,
and Inter-MTA Traffic will be exchanged via the facilities described in the Company’s applicable Access
Tariffs.

3. This tariff does not cover one-way mobile traffic, sometimes called paging service, traffic associated
with fixed wireless service, or ISP Traffic.

4. This tariff includes all Default CMRS Traffic Transported to the Company, as defined below:
(a) Indirect Traffic to the Company

(1) Default CMRS Traffic that is originated by an end-user customer of the
CMRS Carrier, delivered to a Delivering Carrier that terminates the traffic to the
Company’s network for delivery to an end-user customer.

5. Company will Terminate Default CMRS Traffic and bill the CMRS Carrier or Delivering Carrier for the
terminated traffic in accordance with Section E of this tariff.

1. Compensation is applicable for Transport and Termination of Default CMRS Traffic. For the purposes of
billing compensation for Default CMRS Traffic, actual recorded minutes of use terminated to the
Company’s network will be used. Recorded minutes of use measured usage begins when the terminating
recording switch receives answer supervision from the called end-user and ends when the terminating
recording switch receives or sends disconnect (release message) supervision, whichever comes first. The
measured usage is aggregated at the end of the measurement cycle and rounded to a whole minute.

2. Rates and charges applicable to Transport and Termination of Default CMRS Traffic shall be as follows:
(a) Transport and Termination to an end-user customer of the Company:
1. Per terminating minute of use: $.069152
F. RECORDS AND BILLING

1. For the purposes of Sections F, G, and H, of this tariff, the term Billed Party refers to either the CMRS
Carrier or the Delivering Carrier that is responsible for any charges billed by the Company in accordance
with this tariff.

2. The Company shall issue a bill to the Billed Party based on the best information available to the
Company including, but not limited to, records of terminating traffic created by the Company at its End
Office or Tandem Switch.

3. If possible, the Billed Party will provide to the Company billing records in standard industry formats
regarding calls it originates that terminate on the Company’s network. Records will be provided on an
individual call detail record, with sufficient information to identify the specific date and time of the call, the
call duration, and the originating and terminating numbers.

4. If a Billed Party is unable to provide billing records of the calls that originates to the Company, the
Company may use usage reports and/or records generated by a third party Delivering Carrier whose network
is used to deliver the traffic as the basis for billing.

5. The Billed Party shall pay the Company for all charges in accordance with the rates set forth in this tariff.
Such payments are to be received within thirty (30) days from the effective date of the billing statement.
The Billed Party shall pay a late charge on any charges, which are not paid within the thirty (30) day period.
The rate of the late charge shall be the lesser of 1.5% per month or the maximum amount allowed by law.
The Billed Party shall pay the Company the reasonable amount of the Company’s expenses related to the
collection of overdue bills, including court costs and reasonable attorney fees.

G. VERIFICATION REVIEWS

The Billed Party will be responsible for the accuracy and quality of its data as submitted to the Company. Upon
reasonable written notice, the Company or its authorized representative shall have the right to conduct a review and
verification of the Billed Party to give assurances of compliance with the provisions of this tariff. This includes on-site
verification reviews at the Billed Party’s or vendor locations. The review may consist of an examination and verification
of data involving records, systems, procedures and other information related to the traffic originated by the Billed Party
and delivered to the Company. The Billed Party will provide the Company with reasonable access to such information as
is necessary to determine amounts payable under this Tariff.

H. REFUSAL AND DISCONTINUANCE OF SERVICE

1. If the Billed Party fails to comply with any of the terms and conditions of this tariff, including any

payments to be made by it on the dates and times herein specified, the Company, may on a thirty (30)
day’s written notice by Certified U.S. Mail to the Billed Party, refuse additional applications for service
and/or refuse to complete any pending orders for service by the non-complying Billed Party at any time
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thereafter. In the case of such discontinuance, all applicable tariff charges shall become due.

2. If the Company does not refuse additional applications for service or discontinue the provision of the
services involved on the date specified in the thirty (30) day’s notice, and the Billed Party’s noncompliance
continues, nothing contained herein shall preclude the Company’s right to refuse additional applications for
service or to discontinue the provision of the services to the non-complying Billed Party without further
notice.

3. If the Company is unable to effectuate discontinuance of service at its own office it may request the
assistance of other Delivering Carriers with whom the Company’s network is connected. The Company may
request such other Delivering Carriers to take the necessary steps within its/their office(s) to disconnect
service to the non-complying Billed Party or to take such other actions as are necessary and appropriate to
effectuate discontinuance of service as authorized by this Tariff. This Tariff specifically gives authority to
such other Delivering Carrier to respond to and honor a request to effect discontinuance of service from the
Billed Party to the Company without further regulatory authorization.

4. In the event a Billed Party for whom the Company has effectuated discontinuance of service requests
reconnection or restoration or service, such service will not be reconnected or restored unless and until
such Billed Party has paid to the Company the actual costs assessed to the Company by any Delivering
Carrier, other LEC for such LECs assistance in effectuating such discontinuance of service.

APPLICABLE TO BILLS RENDERED ON AND AFTER NOVEMBER 1, 2002
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
